Crescent Moon Eggplant- beautiful white fruit shaped 
like a crescent moon. 
Celery Root- how have we missed growing this 
beautiful large earthy root. I hope you will love it as 
much as I do!  
Purple Haze Carrot- rich purple exterior and bright 
orange centers. Flavor is incredible. 
Mesclun blend- leaf lettuce with colors of reds and 
greens……and lots more.
